INCLEMENT WEATHER POLICY  

If a social worker makes the judgment that it is not safe to drive into the hospital in response to an on-call page because the weather is stormy, the Leadership Team will support that workers’ decision.
Some suggestions for alternative ways to manage patient care during a storm are:

· The worker can stay overnight

· Child protection cases could be managed by the CPT team by telephone
· Cases can be handled as best as possible by telephone

· Cases may need to be deferred until someone can safely get in to the hospital 
We do not expect staff to compromise personal safety to get to the hospital in severe weather conditions.
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
