· Help facilitate comprehensive reproductive health training for medical students and residents 
· Normalize abortion in your personal and professional circles.
· Implore businesses to financially support employees, employees' partners, and employees’ dependents who seek abortion, fertility treatment, and adoption services.
· Challenge organizations, companies, and individuals who do withdraw resources from restrictive states to instead donate would-be revenue to local aid organizations in those areas.
